Musical Instrument Data Interchange

• Data protocol that allows electronic 
instruments and other digital musical 
tools to communicate with each other 

• No sound, just a series of messages 
like note on, note velocity, note off 

• Advantages: compact files, easy to 
modify, can change instruments

What Can HCX Do?
• Displays the musical score and determines 

your location and with automatic page 
turns

• Plays accompaniment tracks (Jam Mode)

• Waits for you to play the right note (Learn 
Mode)

• Follows your changing tempo and how loud 
you are playing (Perform Mode)



Perform Mode

• Tracks playing of the solo part and outputs 
a coordinated accompaniment

• Adjusts tempo of the accompaniment 
tracks to match your playing

• Adjusts volume of accompaniment tracks 
to match your dynamics

• Follows you to another part of the piece

• Collection of over 500 virtual orchestral
